Cheektowaga Police ask for public’s help in finding missing persons

The Cheektowaga Police now have a new tool in their arsenal to help locate missing children and elderly persons.  “A Child Is Missing” program is a service that local police departments use to notify residents and businesses in specific geographical areas that someone is missing and that their help is needed in checking their yard and neighborhood for the missing individual.  A police report is filed initially and then the police call “A Child Is Missing” who then makes thousands of phone calls to the residences and businesses in the selected target area.  A description of the missing person is then given to the entire neighborhood. 


A Child Is Missing can be used for missing children, the elderly (often with Alzheimer’s), college students on campus, and disabled.


A Child Is Missing does not have unlisted phone numbers or cell phone numbers in their files, but can add them to their files by individuals who want to be contacted in case of a search in their area.
